Parable of the Weeds Explained

34 Jesus spoke all these things 
in parables to the multitudes; 
and without a parable, he didn’t 
speak to them,  
35 that it might be fulfilled 
which was spoken through the 
prophet, saying, “I will open my 
mouth in parables; I will utter 
t h i n g s h i d d e n f r o m t h e 
foundation of the world.”

The harvest is the end of the age, and the 
reapers are angels.

41 The Son of Man will send out his angels, and 
they will gather out of his kingdom all things that 
cause stumbling, and those who do iniquity, 
42 and will cast them into the furnace of fire. There 
will be weeping and the gnashing of teeth.
